Numerology Definition
Introduction: The number 1 is only divisible by itself. It is independent of any other numerals yet composes them all. It symbolizes in the Bible the unity and primacy, and the oneness of the Godhead. What is known as the Shema (or Shema Yisrael), a quote of verse four in Deuteronomy 6:4 that is often used in Jewish prayer services, attests to this fact. 

The number 1 also represents the unity between God the Father and His Son Jesus (John 10:30). Jesus, by his only sacrifice, has made possible the forgiveness of all our sins. He is the one Mediator and Shepherd (1Tim. 2:5; John 10:16) in the life of a believer. 

The Old and New Testaments have an incredible unity between them. More than 1/3rd of the New Testament is composed of Old Testament quotes. 
In the Bible, of the ten shortest books 2John, 3John, Philemon, Jude and Obadiah are the shortest with only one chapter. 

Words that show up only once in the King James Version (KJV) translation of Scripture include Reverend (Psa. 111:9), Grandmother (2Tim. 1:5) and Eternity (Isa. 57:15). Other words such as Forgetfulness (Psalm 88:12) and Lukewarm (Revelation 3:16) also appear only once. 

The first English translation of Scripture was in 1382 A.D. by John Wycliffe. The first printed Bible was produced by Johann Gutenberg in 1456. William Tyndale (1494-1536) was the first person to translate the Bible into English from its original Greek and Hebrew. 

The first thing designated as Holy is God's Sabbath Day (Genesis 2:1 - 3). The first person called a prophet is Abraham (Genesis 20:7). 
The first of the Ten Commandments, on which all others are founded and without which is chaos, destruction and death, is "You shall have no other gods but Me" (Exodus 20:3). 
In Sikhism: This symbol ੴ pronounced Ek Onkar is the symbol that is used to represents the "OneSupreme Reality" or "One God." This is the symbol that appears at the beginning of the Guru Granth Sahib. It’s the icon that starts the holy text which was first written by Guru Nanak. 
Bhai Gurdas Ji says of Ek-Onkar: By writing 1 (One) in the beginning, it has been shown that Ekankar, God, who subsumes all forms in Him is only one (as opposed to the two or three of Christianity or Siva, Bhrama and Vishnu or the thousands of Hinduism). Ura, the first Gurmukhi letter, in the form of Oankar shows the world controlling power of that one Lord... 
Ek Onkar means "God is One." The symbol has some resemblance to the Sanskrit OM as seen in the Hindu religion. Ek Onkar forms the cornerstone of Sikh belief in the unity and oneness of God. 

Ek Onkar is the beginning of the Sikh Mool mantra, and the first phrase in the Sikh Holy book, the Guru Granth Sahib: There is but one God. Truth by name, the creator, all-pervading spirit, without fear, without enmity. Whose existence is unaffected by time, who does not take birth, self-existent, who is to be realised through his grace.

Meaning:

· Ik- There is ONE(Ik) reality, the origin and the source of everything. The creation did not come out of nothing. When there was nothing, there was ONE, Ik.

· Onkaar- When Ik becomes the creative principal it becomes Onkaar. Onkaar manifests as visible and invisible phenomenon. The creative principle is not separated from the created, it is present throughout the creation in an unbroken form, 'kaar'.

· Satnaam- The sustaining principle of Ik is Satnaam, the True Name, True Name. (Shabd) 
· Kartaa Purakh- Ik Onkaar is Creator and Doer (Kartaa) of everything, all the seen and unseen phenomenon. It is not just a law or a system, it is a Purakh, a Person.

· Nirbhau- That Ik Onkaar is devoid of any fear, because there is nothing but itself.

· Nirvair- That Ik Onkaar is devoid of any enmity because there is nothing but itself.

· Akaal Moorat- That Ik Onkaar is beyond Time (Akaal) and yet it is existing. Its a Form(Moorat) which does not exist in Time.

· Ajooni- That Ik Onkaar does not condense and come into any birth. All the phenomenon of birth and death of forms are within it.

· Saibhang- That Ik Onkaar exists on its own, by its own. It is not caused by anything before it or beyond it.

· Gurprasaad- That Ik Onkaar is expresses itself through a channel known as Guru and it is only its own Grace and Mercy (Prasaad) that this happens.

One Universal Creator God. The Name Is Truth. Creative Being Personified. No Fear. No Hatred. Image Of The Undying, Beyond Birth, Self-Existent. By Guru's Grace

(Compare Isaiah. 44:6 –“Thus says the LORD, the King and Redeemer of Israel, the LORD of Hosts: "I am the first and I am the last, and there is no God but Me.” 
According to Swami Vivekanand, "Onkar is the most holy word of the Vedas". A symbolic word meaning the Supreme Being, the Ocean of Knowledge and Bliss Absolute". (Raja Yoga) 

This Essence / Naam / Sabad / Logus is formless, colourless, and featureless but, as said, is present in all creation. 
Another definition of the word is given in the Mandukopanishad: "That which was, is and will be, is all Onkar.  And that which triple time transcends is Onkar too. (Verse 1)
God (Shabad) is Omniscient; Omnipotent; and Omni Present.  
Now compare this definition in the following Biblical passages: 
· God (Shabd) is Omniscient – all knowing.  (Psalm. 139:1-18); 1 John 3:19-20 – “By this we shall know that we are of the truth and reassure our heart before him; for whenever our heart condemns us, God is greater than our heart, and he knows everything.” Matthew 10: 29-30 “Are not two sparrows sold for a penny? And not one of them will fall to the ground apart from your Father. But even the hairs of your head are all numbered.” Psalm 139:1-4 “O Lord, you have searched me and known me! You know when I sit down and when I rise up; you discern my thoughts from afar. You search out my path and my lying down and are acquainted with all my ways. Even before a word is on my tongue, behold, O Lord, you know it altogether.” 
· God (Shabd) is Omni Potent – all powerful; Genesis 1:1, 3, 6, 9, 11, 14; “In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. And God said, Let there be light…” (Psalm 139:7-12); 2 Timothy 1:7 –“for God gave us a spirit not of fear but of power and love and self-control." 1 Corinthians 6:14 – “And God raised the Lord and will also raise us up by his power." Our omnipotent, all-powerful God has already revealed what's in store for us. Just as Jesus rose from death, so too will we be raised by the power of God. 
· God (Shabd) is Omni Present – present everywhere (vs. 13-18) “Where shall I go from your Spirit? Or where shall I flee from your presence? If I ascend to heaven, you are there! If I make my bed in Sheol, you are there! If I take the wings of the morning and dwell in the uttermost parts of the sea, even there your hand shall lead me, and your right hand shall hold me.” 
· Rev 1:4 – “from Him who is, and who was, and who is to come...
· Rev 1:8 - “"I am the Alpha and the Omega," says the Lord God, "who is, and who was, and who is to come, the Almighty." 
· Exodus 3:14 – “ I Am Who I am.”
· John 1:1-3 “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was with God in the beginning. Through him all things were made; without him nothing was made that has been made. 
· SHABDO Dharti SHABDO Akaash ! SHABDO SHABAD Bhaya Parkaash !!
Sagli Srishti SHABAD ke Pacchey ! NANAK SHABAD Ghat Ghat Me Aachey !! 

· Meaning: Us Parmatma Ke SHABD se hi ye Dharti bani hai, Usi SHABD se Is Sansaar me Prakaash hai, Is Saari Srishti ke Peeche SHABAD ki hai, Aur Har Jaga Ghat Ghat me Ye SHABAD Hi Vaas Karta Hai !!

· Punjabi - Shabad ne dharti banayi, Shabad ne hi akash banaya....Shabad ne hi sariyan cheejan di rachna kiti....Shabad ne sab passe prakash kita......sari kaynaat nu chalaun wala Shabad hi hai......Shabad di dhara har ek padartha, manukh, pashu,,,kan kan ch vas rahi hai.....is Shabad de hukum anusar sare apni maryada vich chal rahe han...

· Genesis 1:1-13 - The essence of this thought was already present in the beginning as we see the words are repeated several times in Genesis 1, the story of creation: “And it was so.” Whatever God (Shabad) said-it happened. “Let there be light . . . . Let there be a firmament . . . . Let the earth bring forth grass . . . .” Then, each time, the words: “And it was so.” God (Shabad) spoke the words, and it became a reality. 
· Note: How does the idea of God (Shabad) as the Creator , Self-existent, Omni Present, Omni Scient, and Omni potent appear in other scriptures other than the Bible? 
· It is because the Bible is the oldest text (About 5000 yrs) and all the other texts were influenced by it and written later. 
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
