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Lesson – 11 (Qtr – 1, 2020) From Battle to Victory 

Scripture Texts: Eph. 6:12; Dan. 10; Ezra 4:1-5; Joshua 5:13-15; Rev. 1:12-18; Col. 2:15; Rom. 8:37-39.
Introduction: This week we will study Daniel 10 that introduces the final vision that Daniel received; and it continues into chapters 11 and 12 that deals with a “great conflict,” as verse 1 tells us, even as a “warfare.” 
Question: So, where are the greatest battles in the universe being fought? How is it that only we are involved? 
Satan is no longer able to harass beings in the rest of the universe because his motives and methods have been uncovered, and the beings of the rest of the universe see the Devil for who he is and refuse to listen to him. His fight now is only over our minds and our thoughts because we are made in His image. When we turn our minds to God and study God’s Word or pray, we are entering a cosmic conflict as Paul clearly tells us “For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against principalities… (Eph. 6:12).
With this thought, let us dive into our study and learn more! 
A  Mourning and fasting. Daniel 10:1-3.

· Soon after the rebuilding of the Temple began, the Samaritans sent letters to Cyrus to stop the work (Ezra 3:8-13; 4:4-5). Daniel decided to fast and pray for three weeks (including Passover). 
· Why were the Samaritans against the rebuilding of the temple? The Samaritans and the Jews were enemies. The Jews hated the Samaritans and called them “dogs” or half –bread. Thus the animosity continued since then. 
· What can we learn from Daniel’s reaction?

· Come to God. He can solve every problem and challenge we cannot. 
· Devote time to pray for others.

· Persevere in prayer.

B  The vision of Christ. Daniel 10:4-9.

· This vision is similar to the one in Revelation 1:

· Clothed in linen (Dn. 10:5; Rev. 1:13).

· With a golden belt (Dn. 10:5; Rev. 1:13).

· Face like lightning (Dn. 10:6; Rev. 1:16).

· Eyes like torches (Dn. 10:6; Rev. 1:14).

· Bronze feet (Dn. 10:6; Rev. 1:15).

· Thunderous voice (Dn. 10:6; Rev. 1:15).

· The man in Revelation 1 is Jesus (Rev. 1:17-18), so the man in Daniel 10:5-6 should be the preincarnate Jesus.

· God answers to His penitent child next to the Tigris River. God always hears and answers our prayers.

C  Daniel’s reaction. Daniel 10:10-19.

· Daniel faints. He doesn’t feel like receiving more revelation in that moment. He is strengthened by the triple touch of the angel before the revelation continues.

· First touch: LISTEN (v. 10-14): Daniel is told that God has heard his prayer. Gabriel explains God’s plan.

· Second touch: SPEAK (v. 15-17): Daniel can talk and asks for the strength he needs.

· Third touch: GETTING STRENGTH (v. 18-19): Now the prophet is ready to receive the revelation in Daniel 11.

D  The battle. Daniel 10:20.

· Before revealing “what will happen to your people in the latter days” (v. 14), the angel shows the spiritual reality that is invisible to us: angels and demons are fighting to influence our decisions 
(v. 3).

· During Daniel’s three weeks of fasting (21 days), Gabriel fought to counter the influence of the enemy on king Cyrus. That spiritual battle went on during “all the days of Cyrus king of Persia, even until the reign of Darius king of Persia.” (Ezra 4:5).
We know that the Devil is fully aware that his time is coming to an end. The only way he can extend his life is by getting us to delay our preparation forthe second coming. 
· This spiritual battle is as real today as it was then (Ephesians 6:12). As Gabriel, we also need the help of Michael in this fight. 
· Paul suggested that there is a certain amount of armor that we need to be developing and using to thwart Satan’s attacks against us. (See Ephesians 6:10-18.) Are we doing that? 
E  The victory. Daniel 10:21.

· In Revelation 12:5-11, Michael defeated Satan and his angels, and expelled them from Heaven.
· What kind of war took place in heaven as recorded in Revelation 12:7-12? 
· It could not have been a war using physical strength alone because God would have won almost instantly! But, it certainly was a real war! God certainly did not turn to Lucifer and ask him politely to leave heaven! Was it a war of ideas? 
· In Jude 9, Michael resurrected Moses. He is also identified as an archangel.

· The archangel is mentioned only one more time in the Bible: He is resurrecting us with His voice in 1 Thessalonians 4:16. 
· Jesus explained that His voice will resurrect everyone (John 5:25, 28), so He is Michael. Jesus is our victorious Prince. 
· We are now nearing the end of that great controversy. What are we supposed to do to battle alongside our Supreme Commander? Are we willing to fight His spiritual battle? Our weapons are not guns or bombs of course; our weapon is faith in the Word of God. 
· Does this study help us to better understand some of the parameters of the great controversy?
