Lesson – 13 Qtr – 2, 2018) The Return of our Lord Jesus       (GladAdventMinistries)
Introduction: - The Scripture tells us that the end of the world is certain and that the return of Christ is the last, conclusive and most radical of all the events which precede the end of all things. The return of Christ will bring the end of evil and the end of the wicked. It will be the ‘great day of the Lord’ as the Scripture often refers. There will be the triumph of justice ushering in good and life will be eternal, fulfilling God’s plan of salvation. Despite the catastrophic outlook and the end of everything as we know it, the Bible insists on the eternal, just Kingdom that God will establish at the return of Christ! Why is God’s plan of salvation only rendered complete with Christ’s return? To learn more, let dive into our study! 
A  The Second Coming in the Old Testament.

· A day of judgment. Psalms 96:13.
· We know that “the day of the Lord” will be a day of destruction, turmoil, sadness, and loss for many people. But, in contrast, it will be a day of deliverance for God’s true followers. God’s true followers are those whose names will have already been written in His book. (Philippians 4:3; Revelation 3:5; 13:8)
· The Second Coming is usually called “the day of the Lord” in the Old Testament (Ezekiel 30:3). There are two different perceptions of that day:

(1) It’s the day of “Lord’s fierce anger”; a day of destruction, sadness and confusion. Those who haven’t prepared to meet the Lord are howling as that day comes near (Zephaniah 2:2; Isaiah 13:6)

(2) It’s the day of liberation and reward. Those whose names are written in the book of life will be liberated from anguish and will be kept safe from “the day of the Lord’s anger” (Daniel 12:1; Zephaniah 2:3)

· What remains here? Daniel 2:35.

· Everything in this world will be destroyed when Jesus returns. The kingdom of God is something new and different. It has nothing to do with our old world.

· There are only two options: to live forever with Jesus or to disappear like chaff.

B  The Second Coming in the New Testament.

· The Second Coming today. Titus 2:13.

· The Bible explains that the same God who created us and redeemed us is coming again to begin a glorious and everlasting future.

· That hope shapes our lives today. Paul felt at peace in prison as his death was near. He was sure that the “crown of righteousness” was laid up for him (2 Timothy 4:6-8)

· When we think about our glorious future, the difficulties of this life fade away and we’re able to face them with hope.

· How will Jesus come? Luke 21:27.

· Some people talk about a spiritual Second Coming or a secret rapture. However, the Bible explains that the Second Coming of Jesus is a physical, visible and noisy event.

(1) Matthew 24:30. All the tribes of the earth will see the Son of Man.

(2) 1 Thessalonians 4:16. The Lord will descend with a shout, and with the trumpet of God.

(3) Matthew 26:64. We will see Him on the clouds.

(4) Revelation 1:7. Every eye will see Him.

(5) 2 Thessalonians 1:7-10. He will be glorified in His saints. He will exclude the wicked from His presence.

· Clothed with immortality. 1 Corinthians 15:53.

· According to 1 Corinthians 15:52 and 1 Thessalonians 4:16-17, not all the believers will die and be resurrected, but all will be clothed with immortality.

(1) Those who died in Christ will be resurrected with an incorruptible body

(2) Those who are still alive will be transformed

(3) We will ascend together to meet Jesus in the air
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
