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Introduction: - At one time, Seventh-day Adventists had a journal by the name of Present Truth. As a church we believe that God is continually adding new information for our knowledge and understanding. New revelations are made; however, they do not replace or change the old. From the time of the first gospel promise as recorded in Genesis 3:15, our understanding of the gospel has increased. There was that first covenant or promise to Abraham repeated to Isaac and Jacob and later superseded by the second covenant in Jeremiah 31:31-34. The writers of the Old Testament believed that all the prophecies in the Old Testament would be fulfilled at Christ’s first coming. When we come to the New Testament, we realize that none of the authors of books in the New Testament had any idea about the millennium or a third coming until late in the 90s A.D. when God revealed that information to John. 

Seventh-day Adventists have believed from the beginning of our church that the three angels’ messages of Revelation 14:6-12 are our special message that we are to give to the world. It certainly should be considered present truth. But, in order to correctly represent those three messages to the world, we need to have a better understanding of the rest of Scripture, especially the Old Testament. Revelation has hundreds of references to it. In this lesson we are going to focus especially on the first angel’s message recorded in Rev. 14:6-7.
A  The everlasting Gospel.
Revelation 14:6; Matthew 24:14; and 28:19-20 makes it very clear that it has always been God’s intention for the gospel to go to all peoples, everywhere–to every nation, tribe, language, and people. Are we ready to take up the challenge of presenting that message to all around us? Is that present truth for our day?
· God offered the way of salvation from the moment Adam and Eve sinned (Genesis 3:15). That’s the good news message, the everlasting gospel.

· Everyone who accepts Jesus as his or her personal Savior will live with Him in paradise, like the thief on the cross.

· We can do nothing to gain our salvation, just repenting and wanting to be with Jesus. “and the one who comes to Me I will by no means cast out.” (John 6:37)

· Jesus offers salvation to you freely, no matter how big or small your sins may be.

B  To all the Earth.

· Why is it necessary to preach the Gospel to all the people in the world?

· Because the problem of sin affects everyone (Romans 3:23), therefore, everyone needs to know about sin and their need for a Savior.
· Galatians 3:22 -But the scripture says that the whole world is under the power of sin; and so the gift which is promised on the basis of faith in Jesus Christ is given to those who believe. 
· That’s the Great Commission Jesus gave us before ascending to Heaven (Matthew 28:19). That commission is even more important today, because His Coming is near.
C  Fear God and give glory to Him. 
· What does it mean to fear God? What does fearing God have to do with giving Him glory? The best way to honor God’s name is to tell others the truth about Him, His character, and His government. 
· Fearing God and glorifying Him is related to obeying to His will. Genesis 22:12; Exodus 20:20; Job 1:1; Matthew 5:16.

· When we understand that we are sinners, we fear a righteous God. But when we understand His grace and forgiveness, we are moved to worship and obey Him. Then we “give unto the Lord the glory due to His name.” (Psalm 29:2)
D  The hour of His judgment.

· According to Daniel 8:14, the pre-advent judgment began in 1844. We are living in the hour of His judgment now.

· Our hope in the hour of judgment is based only in being covered with the robe of Christ’s righteousness. “There is therefore now no condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus.” (Romans 8:1)

E  Worship the Creator.

· In addition to the judgment, there’s a command to worship the Creator. That’s a reference to another “present truth” that’s been forgotten for a long time: keeping the Sabbath. 
· Nehemiah 9:6. Nehemiah suggested we should worship God because He is the Creator of all things. A similar sentiment is reflected by the 24 elders standing around the throne of God in heaven. (Revelation 4:11, NKJV) The importance of the Sabbath as the memorial of creation is that it keeps ever present the true reason why worship is due to God.—Ellen G. White, The Great Controversy* 437.2. 
· Every Sabbath, do we recognize all that we owe to God? Is He worthy of our worship?
· To summarize, the message of the first angel highlights the everlasting gospel and invites those who accept it to proclaim the hour of judgment and to act accordingly by keeping the Ten Commandments.

· The result of that message is followed by the message of the next two angels (Revelation 14:8-11). Those messages will make the difference between those worshipping God and those obeying the “beast.”
· Three days were allowed for the children of Israel to cleanse the camp to make their final sacrifices and prepare for the Day of Atonement. We believe that the antitypical day of atonement began on October 22, 1844. 
· Are we preparing ourselves for the second coming of Jesus Christ by cleansing our lives from sin? 
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
