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Devotional – 2 Seeking the Best for the Church

Esther 10:3 “Mordecai the Jew was second in rank to King Xerxes, preeminent among the Jews, and held in high esteem by his many fellow Jews, because he worked for the good of his people and spoke up for the welfare of all the Jews.”

Mordecai was a true patriot, and so when he was promoted to the highest position under King Ahasuerus, he used his reputation to promote the prosperity of Israel. He did not seek his own glory but exercised his power for his people. 

I have been attending the Southern Asian Church since past 22 years. And I can testify that we have many in this church who had played Mordecai to the church and to the fellow believers, striving according to his/her ability for its prosperity. Some were placed in positions of affluence and influence; and they honored their Lord in the high places they held and testified for Jesus before great men.
