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Devotional – 9 Divine Intervention

Isaiah 63:7-9 – ‘I will tell of the faithful acts of the Lord, of the Lord’s praiseworthy deeds. I will tell about all the Lord did for us, the many good things he did for the family of Israel, because of his compassion and great faithfulness.’

We hear and see the phrase ‘Divine Intervention’ tossed around a lot in headlines that tell us that it would take ‘divine intervention’ for that situation to turn around. But what is divine intervention really, and what are some divine intervention examples that show clearly how God steps in and makes His plans known?

By definition, Divine intervention, if simply put, is when God steps in and changes the outcome of a situation. Basically, divine intervention is another way of saying ‘miracle.’ People point to divine intervention when there is no other explanation other than God for how something turned out. It could be a miraculous healing, or people being in the right place at the right time. And that was what happened with my dad.

My dad had been sick for some time in India. Since he was all alone by himself, we decided to bring him over to the United States to be with us. My sister Balkis who was visiting him at that time offered to accompany him. On Nov. 13, 2018 they took a KLM flight via Paris which had a 5 hours layover. During the transit at Paris, my dad got severely sick and almost collapsed. The airhostess called for an emergency transport and rushed him to a nearby hospital. After the examination, the doctor said that he won’t be able to travel further and needs more time to recover. Hearing that news, my sister knew what trouble they both were in being in a foreign country, because none of them had enough money for this situation. 

My sister is strong in faith. She prayed, as well as made phone calls to inform her husband and us about the situation. At first, she could not converse well with the French speaking hospital staff. But she did not give up. Meanwhile the doctors began the treatment on my dad. He needed blood so they gave him two bottles of blood. By now, one week had passed by and she didn’t have any money left, not even for her food. We didn’t know how to reach her and send her money! Ten more days passed by. My dad had gained some strength now. The hospital asked for the payment before they could discharge him. It was an enormous amount. Praying silently, she told them that she doesn’t have any money as they were traveling. To her amazement, they decided to discharge my dad without making any payment. Finally, her husband went to Paris to bring them back. We believe, this was Divine intervention in dad’s recovery and to bring him safely!
